Carpentry & Fixtures: Replace all damaged doors, locks, and handles. Construct partitions where necessary, particularly in cases where washrooms or other rooms open directly into the designated TRCs.
Electrical Works: Replace damaged wiring, switches, and sockets. Install energy-efficient LED lighting throughout the facilities. Ensure proper earthing and circuit protection for all electrical systems. Install a main distribution board for electric circuits to ensure safe and reliable operation.

Masonry & Civil Works: Re-tile walls and floors where damage is evident. Repair plaster and apply waterproofing layers as required. Replace broken doors and construct or repair walls where necessary, including closing off washroom doors and installing new doors in appropriate locations.
